MINUTES

Mayor Weese entertained a motion to approve the Regular Meeting minutes from 08-19-2020, and the Special Meeting minutes of 08-31-2020 and place on file.  Motion by Hughes; second by Hall. No further discussion. Motion carried.  
CLAIMS

Mayor Weese entertained a motion to accept the Claims and place on file. Motion by Jenkins; second by Delhaye. No further discussion. Motion carried.

CLERK REPORT

Mayor Weese entertained a motion to approve the Clerk Report, turn the money over to the Treasurer and place the report on file. He said we have a video gaming tax check of almost $10,000.00 to put on the October Clerk Report. Motion by Delhaye; second by Hughes. No further discussion. Motion carried.   

TREASURER’S REPORT: 
Treasurer Larson said the budget will be amended in the spring because of wage increases that were added after it was approved, and because of water repairs and Bob Brown Construction being paid in the current budget rather than the previous budget. Chairman Hall highlighted items on the report and said we got a load of millings and they are adding it to the edges of Washington where BAM work was done and also adding it in other places. Mayor Weese said Ribbe had to tar/chip where BAM was used because BAM does not seal itself.

POLICE 

Chairman Hall hi-lighted items on the report. Varvel said the new squad car (2020 Explorer) will be here tomorrow and goes to Rahn. We are 3-4 weeks out from getting the cage and the equipment console installed.  There were 38 reports and 143 calls for the reporting period August 14 through September 10th.  Mayor Weese entertained a motion to accept the report and place on file. Motion by Jenkins; second by Hughes. No further discussion. Motion carried.
GAS & WATER 

Trustee Delhaye highlighted items on the report. Bennett said there were two bad breaks within 10ft of each other. They need to replace lines from behind Jules to next to the CVS line that was replaced in 1997, and they need to continue to the bank   
SUPT. MICHAEL BENNETT GAS & WATER REPORT for Aug. 12 through Sept. 10, 2020

In the Water Department they changed meters, worked on repairs, took routine samples, changed daily totalizer chart, calculated daily usage, took chlorine residuals, swept/mopped plant and had a major water break on E. Main by Brook Street. Maguire Iron installed tank mixer and overflow pipe on Cook Street tower and a garage door was replaced at the plant. In the Gas Department the changed meters, worked on repairs, changed daily high/low charts, checked odorizer daily, patrolled the system, took odorant readings, had a 3-day ICC field audit on the system, took pipe to soil reading on high pressure system, installed new services  at 140 N. West and 808 N. State and cut off old services due to garages being built. They made 536 Virginia non-isolated services and are working on replacement of 6” valve on high pressure. In Other Business they mowed grass.

PARK

Chairman Delhaye highlighted items for the Park portion of the Streets & Alleys report and added details about the announcer’s booth construction, electrical and painting/trim work and said we need some concrete approach work done by our workers (or contracted out if we can’t do the ramping). We may add four cameras to the structure, as well. The Youth Football group showed interest in helping with painting. There is a 09/30/2020 ZPCIC meeting at 7pm and it will be held either at the new announcer’s booth or at Village Hall, depending on whether or not the electrical is complete so there would be lights at the stand.  Klugow Tree Service took down dead trees and removed a large broken limb by the old concession stand. Delhaye would like to put funds in the next budget to plant some trees. They also repaired a picnic table and a set of bleachers.  
BUILDINGS/GROUNDS

Chairwoman Hughes highlighted items on the report and said the flowers in the urns at the square were replaced by mums that she and her husband donated and planted. They also put some at the Depot.
