Present: Mayor Mike Weese, Trustees Hall, Sandlin, Delhaye, Jenkins and Hughes. Dunham was absent. Also present was Village Clerk Slavik.

Mayor Weese called the meeting to order at 7:00pm, followed by the Pledge of Allegiance.

Weese entertained a motion to approve the agenda. Motion by Hughes; second by Jenkins. Motion carried.

No public comments.
An AT&T truck fell in where two 36” tiles, side by side, are collapsed on Jules. From the 2011 report from the engineer (Sodeman & Assoc.), the cost estimate was $472,000.00 to finish from where our guys did a repair to the end. Our current engineer said we MIGHT be able to get a grant ready by the end of the June when it is due. It would be televised again and a map and drawing would be created. It is $5,000.00 for him and $5,000.00 for the Champaign Plan Commissioner who can help with getting the grant submitted. Weese watched the videos and there are cracks; this line drains the whole other side of town. It is a very important storm sewer. It is currently barricaded and roped off. They were going to talk to Ribbe to see about putting a large tile in. The cost was 2011’s price and would be more now, 9 years later. We have to spend $5,000.00 with the engineer regardless. The engineer said with the $35,000.00 we will get 3 times this year from MFT, we may be able to use some of that, too.  Part of the scope of this is “Rebuild Illinois”.  Mayor Weese entertained a motion to spend $5,000.00 with the engineer and $5,000.00 with the Champaign Plan Commission. Motion by Hall; second by Jenkins. Motion carried.
Weese sent a message again today to State Rep. Mike Marron asking about the opening of the park. Tilton’s park is open; restrooms were not supposed to be open, but Tilton opened them. He said he has a request to open the ball diamonds to work with the kids and they suggested we just rope off the playground equipment. Restrooms wouldn’t be open. We can’t rent pavilions out.  Weese said having or going to rummage sales is up to the individuals. Julee’s, Legion and Brunswick opened.  Sportsman isn’t opening right now. 

Jerry Beckley has to decide by the end of June whether to have a playing season or not; we don’t even know about the high school’s plans yet. 

Delhaye said the gun raffle tickets picked up. It was in the papers and Bill Pickett will have it on the radio station. We’ll sell tickets all of June for the 14 guns or $300.00 cash; one winner per day will be determined from the mid-day Pick 3 in the Illinois Lottery.

Delhaye said the want to tear down the existing hazardous announcer’s booth and put up a new announcers booth with storage underneath. Gary gave everyone a picture similar to what the building would look like. This would give baseball AND football extra storage. Then the storage in the concession stand would be made into a restroom in the future. We have almost $23,000.00 in the account for these projects and we won’t have to use the Village’s park budget money. We have a rough materials list for the building (15x30) that is around $7,000.00. John Razmus and John Razmus II volunteered to build the crow’s nest at no charge. We have a liability waiver from our attorney for volunteers. We have a concrete work bid from Jason Biava for around $2,500.00. Delhaye said that for future plans, that’d just leave the expansion of the stand. After that, there is work on the Lion’s Building and the tennis court being considered. The new crow’s nest will be in the same place as the current one. There is only one side that is bad (east side) on the concession stand. Delhaye said there’ll be money from the Raffle Extravaganza to add to the raffle and fundraising money. Beckley told Weese that after they refund parents for baseball signups, they’ll give some money to the Village. Gary pointed out we saved a lot of money on the heating/a-c, as well. Mayor Weese entertained a motion to go forward with the crow’s nest work. Motion by Sandlin; second by Hughes. Motion carried.

Mayor Weese asked Don if we can hold a Regular Village meeting at St. Mary’s on June 17th at 7pm.
Mayor Weese entertained a motion to adjourn at 7:25pm. Motion by Sandlin; second by Delhaye. Motion carried.
